But we all want a roof
over our heads, to be able to retreat to a place all our own,
no matter how small or endangered. We want to be able to
decide whom we share it with. To be tied to a place we want
to go back to. We realize there is a difference between "in"
and "out." Inside, we are sheltered from others' gazes.
When we speak of such a place, we call it "home."
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
